(Fr Thomas Euteneur -Human Life International)

January 8, 2008 
 On January 22nd of this year, we have to sadly 
admit that our country has lived with unfettered, legal ac-
cess to abortion for thirty-five long, brutal years. Not only 
have millions of innocent lives been unjustly snuffed out in 
America but scores of millions more lives have been shat-
tered in its wake.

The U.S. Catholic Church Is 
Sinking Fast   
(New Oxford Review, June & Oc-
tober 2007) 
The March 9th National Catholic 
Reporter (NCR) reported on two 
recent sociological surveys of 
Catholics.  
 One survey, conducted 
by Vincent Bolduc at St. Michael's 

College in Colchester, Vermont, collected data on more 
than 1,600 students at five Catholic colleges. According to 
NCR, "Bolduc said young Catholic students he studied are 
steeped in a national culture that often regards the Catholic 
sexual prohibitions against premarital sex, artificial birth 
control, abortion, divorce, women priests and homosexual 
behavior as anachronistic." These are the future Catholics. 
 The other survey (the full report is in NCR, Sept. 
30, 2005) was conducted by William V. D'Antonio, James 
Davidson, Dean Hoge, and Mary Gauthier. 
 They found that, among highly committed Catho-
lics, 62 percent support priestesses. 
 In part, this is a longitudinal study of pre-Vatican II 
Catholics (ages 65 and older), Vatican II Catholics (ages 
45-64), post-Vatican II Catholics (ages 26-44), and Millen-
nial Catholics (ages 18-25). 
 Those Catholics were asked to respond to this 
statement: "[You] can be a good Catholic without attending 
Mass every week." Agree: Pre-Vatican II Catholics, 69 per-
cent; post-Vatican II Catholics, 76 percent; Millennials, 95 
percent. (We will leave the Vatican II Catholics aside.) 
 "Individuals [as opposed to the Church hierarchy] 
have final say on abortion." Agree: Pre-Vatican II Catholics, 
31 percent; post-Vatican II Catholics, 44 percent; Millenni-
als, 77 percent. 
 "[You] can be a good Catholic without obeying the 
church's opposition to abortion." Agree: Pre-Vatican II 
Catholics, 44 percent; post-Vatican II Catholics, 59 percent; 
Millennials, 89 percent. 
 "Catholicism contains a greater share of truth than 
other religions do." Agree: Pre-Vatican II Catholics, 61 per-
cent; Millennials, 44 percent. (No data on post-Vatican II 
Catholics given.) However, in the Bolduc survey, among 
college Millennials, only 19 percent agree. These college 
Millennials will make up the leading tier of future Catholics. 
 We are saddened to say that things are just not 
working in the U.S., and Europe is worse. No springtime 
here. Actually, the forecast calls for an extended winter. 

 In our New Oxford Note "The U.S. Catholic Church 
Is Sinking Fast" (June) we reported on a series of socio 

logical surveys of Catholics conducted by William V. D’An-
tonio, James Davidson, Dean Hoge, and Mary Gauthier 
that appeared in the National Catholic Reporter. D’Anto-
nio, Davidson, sociological surveys of Catholics conducted 
by William V. D’Antonio, James Davidson, Dean Hoge, 
and Mary Gauthier that appeared in the National Catholic 
Reporter. D’Antonio, Davidson, Hoge, and Gauthier have 
published their extended findings in a book titled American 
Catholics Today (Rowman & Littlefield, 2007). Their sur-
veys are from 2005 and years prior.  
 A 2005 survey polled Catholic attitudes on "Helping 
the poor," and found that 84 percent of Catholics said it is 
"very important." Excellent. Polling on "The Catholic 
Church’s teachings that oppose same-sex marriage" found 
that only 47 percent said it is "very important." As for "The 
teaching authority claimed by the Vatican," only 42 percent 
of Catholics said it is "very important." This is substandard. 
 A 2003 survey asked, "How essential are these 
teachings...?" Only 38 percent said that "Private confes-
sion to a priest" is "essential." Only 29 percent said that 
the "Belief that only men can be priests" is "essential." Ter-
rible. 
 Surveys over the years asked, "Can you be a good 
Catholic without this?" "Without obeying the Church hierar-
chy’s teaching regarding abortion": In a 1987 survey, 39 
percent of Catholics answered "yes"; in a 2005 survey, 58 
percent said "yes." "Without obeying the Church hierar-
chy’s teaching on divorce and remarriage": In 1987, 57 
percent said "yes"; in 2005, 66 percent said "yes." 
"Without their marriage being approved by the Catholic 
Church": In 1987, 51 percent said "yes"; in 2005, 67 per-
cent said "yes." "Without obeying the Church hierarchy’s 
teaching on birth control": In 1987, 66 percent said "yes"; 
in 2005, 75 percent said "yes." A trend is readily apparent. 
 A 2003 survey asked if "The major world religions 
are equally good ways of finding ultimate truth." Seventy-
four percent answered "yes." This is indifferentism. 
 Surveys over the years asked, "How often do you 
attend Mass (at least once a week)?" In 1987 it was 44 
percent; in 2005 it was 34 percent. In our New Oxford 
Note "‘God Forgives’" (Sept. 2006), we quoted Mark Gray 
of the Center for Applied Research in the Apostolate at 
Georgetown University as saying, "telephone poll num-
bers...put weekly Mass attendance at 33 percent. But that 
number is probably inflated because people tend to exag-
gerate things such as church attendance when questioned 
for polls." 
 In part, American Catholics Today is a longitudinal 
study of pre-Vatican II Catholics (those born in 1940 or 
earlier), Vatican II Catholics (those born between 1941 
and 1960), post-Vatican II Catholics (those born between 
1961 and 1978), and Millennial Catholics (those born be-
tween 1979 and 1987). 
 A 2005 survey polled the "Strength of Catholic 
Identity by Generation." In response to the statement, 
"Being Catholic is a very important part of who you are," 
the researchers found that "Older Catholics feel their Ca-
tholicism most strongly, and the younger generation feels 
it the least." Survey results found that 33 percent of pre-
Vatican II Catholics have a "high" Catholic identity; 24 per-
cent  



 

of post-Vatican II Catholics have a "high" Catholic identity; 
and only seven percent of Millennials have a "high" Catho-
lic identity. (We will leave the Vatican II Catholics aside.) 
 In response to the question of whether one 
"Cannot be a good Catholic without obeying teachings on 
divorce and remarriage," 45 percent of pre-Vatican II 
Catholics agreed, 29 percent of post-Vatican II Catholics 
agreed, and 24 percent of Millennials agreed. Of 
"Teachings that oppose abortion," 58 percent of pre-
Vatican II Catholics said it is "very important," 45 percent of 
post-Vatican II Catholics said it is "very important," and 
seven percent of Millennials said it is "very important." 
 Of the "Teaching authority claimed by the Vatican," 
52 percent of pre-Vatican II Catholics said it is "very impor-
tant," 42 percent of post-Vatican II Catholics said it is "very 
important," and 27 percent of Millennials said it is "very im-
portant." 
 On abortion, in 1987, 42 percent of pre-Vatican II 
Catholics saw "The final moral authority in Church leaders," 
and 24 percent of post-Vatican II Catholics saw "The final 
moral authority in Church leaders." In 2005, 33 percent of 
pre-Vatican II Catholics saw "The final moral authority in 
Church leaders" on abortion, and 19 percent of post-
Vatican II Catholics saw "The final moral authority in 
Church leaders" (no data on Millennials). 
 On homosexual behavior, in 1987, 46 percent of 
pre-Vatican II Catholics saw "The final moral authority in 
Church leaders," and 26 percent of post-Vatican II Catho-
lics saw "The final moral authority in Church leaders." In 
2005, 33 percent of pre-Vatican II Catholics saw "The final 
moral authority in Church leaders" on homosexual behav-
ior, and 19 percent of post-Vatican II Catholics saw "The 
final moral authority in Church leaders." 
 On non-marital sex, in 1987, 47 percent of pre-
Vatican II Catholics saw "The final moral authority in 
Church leaders," and 23 percent of post-Vatican II Catho-
lics saw "The final moral authority in Church leaders." In 
2005, 30 percent of pre-Vatican II Catholics saw "The final 
moral authority in Church leaders" on non-marital sex, and 
21 percent of post-Vatican II Catholics saw "The final moral 
authority in Church leaders." 
 The authors write that "Catholics have increasingly 
seen authority in individual conscience," while the 
"acceptance of Church leaders as the locus of moral au-
thority declines." No kidding. 
 In 2005, 43 percent of pre-Vatican II Catholics said 
they have a "high" commitment to the Catholic Church, 12 
percent said they have a "low" commitment, and 46 percent 
a "medium" commitment. Seventeen percent of post-
Vatican II Catholics said they have a "high" commitment to 
the Catholic Church, 16 percent said they have a "low" 
commitment, and 67 percent a "medium" commitment. 
Amazingly, zero percent of Millennial Catholics said they 
have a "high" commitment to the Catholic Church, 27 per-
cent said they have a "low" commitment, and 73 percent a 
"medium" commitment. The authors say, "Because older 
Catholics have higher commitment than young adults, one 
cannot expect any increase in high-commitment Catholics 
in the near future." What an understatement! 
 The Catholic Church in the U.S. is sinking like a 
stone.
