OPPORTUNITIES FOR INDULGENCES

An indulgence is a remission before God of the temporal punishment due to sins whose guilt has already been forgiven
which the faithful Christian who is duly disposed gains under certain prescribed conditions through the action of the Churct
which, as the minister of redemption, dispenses and applies with authority the treasury of the satisfactions of Christ and the
saints. An indulgence is partial or plenary as it removes either part or all the temporal punishment due to sin. The faithful car
gain indulgences for themselves or apply them to the dead. Opportunities to gain indulgences for ourselves and for the souls ir
Purgatory are always available to us if we seek them out.

The first week in November is a period especially rich in indulgences. This fact, coupled with our Council’'s activities on No-
vember 1st and 2nd, offers us a special opportunity to gain indulgences.

Monday, November 1st, All Saints Day, 4 PM - 7 AM all-night vigil and exposition of the
Most Blessed Sacrament.

Tuesday, November 2nd, All Souls Day, 7:00 AM Knights gather for the Rosary & Benediction
7:30 AM Knights of Columbus Memorial Mass

Additionally, from the 1st to the 8th of November, there are additional opportunities to gain indulgences for the Souls in Purga
tory.

The following is a guide to these indulgences:

. *

Adoration of the Most Blessed Sacrament

A partial indulgence is granted to the faithful, who visit the Most Blessed Sacrament to adore it;
a plenary indulgence is granted, if the visit lasts for at least one half an hour.

Recitation of the Marian Rosary”™
A plenary indulgence is granted, if the Rosary is recited in a church or public oratory or in a family group, a religious Com-
munity or pious Association; a partial indulgence is granted in other circumstances. To earn the plenary indulgence, it is
required that:

+ Atleast 5 decades of the Rosary are vocally recited continuously.

+ The recitation is accompanied by fervent meditation on the mysteries.
In public recitation the mysteries must be announced in the manner customary in the place; for private recitation, however, it
suffices if the recitation is accompanied by meditation on the mysteries.

Visit to a Church or Oratory on All Souls Day*

A plenary indulgence, applicable only to the Souls in Purgatory, is granted to the faithful, who on the day dedicated to the
Commemoration of all the faithful departed, piously visit a church, a public oratory or -- for those entitled to use it -- a semi-
public oratory. It is required that one Our Father and the Creed be recited.

Visit to a Cemetery
An indulgence, applicable only to the Souls in Purgatory, is granted to the faithful, who devoutly visit a cemetery and pray,

even if only mentally, for the departed. The indulgence is plenary each day from the 1st to the 8th of November; on other
days of the year it is partial.

*
To acquire a plenary indulgence it is necessary to perform the work to which the indulgence is attached and to
fulfill the following three conditions:

1. Sacramental confession. usually within a week before or after obtaining the Indulgence. One sacramental confession
is sufficient for several indulgences.

2. Eucharistic Communion. Unlike confession, only one indulgence may be obtained for each Communion. Although
this Communion may be fulfilled several days before or after obtaining the indulgence, it is preferable that this condition
be fulfilled the same day. Thus, those who practice regular confession and daily Mass may obtain a plenary indulgence
practically every day

3. Prayer in keeping with the intention of the Supreme Pontiff. Prayer for the Pope's intentions must be recited for the
gaining of each plenary indulgence. Although there are not prescribed prayers, the condition is satisfied by reciting one
Our Father and one Hail Mary.
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
